                  SCWA Highlights 7-20-2019, Jonathan and Jynafer Yanez 

 

In ñWriting Your Way to 6 Figures,ò Jonathan and Jynafer Yanez presented the equivalent of a graduate 

course in todayôs present world of writing and publishing, using the marketing now available in most all social 

media. In another year or two, this skilled team will,  of course, have to adapt to new trends and developments. 

SCWAôs advance flyer gave their background: Husband Jonathan and wife Jynafer live in Southern 

California. His daily writing habit has produced ñsix sci-fi  series of three books each to literary and critical 

acclaim. He is both traditionally and independently published, and his works have been adapted into e-book, 

print, audiobook, and optioned as games and for film!ò 

ñJynafe Rose Yanez brings fifteen years of advertising and experience to the publishing arena. She has 

transitioned from handling multimillion dollar corporations to helping authors reach their goals.ò [An incredible 

matrimonial/business match!] They work together part-time out of their home. 

Five years after college, Jonathan decided he had to writeðregardless of what else he was doing. He used to 

manage the John Wayne Airport but cashed out eight years ago to devote more of his time to writing. ñTime is 

our most valuable resource.ò (Currently, he releases a book every six weeksðwith a 60,000 word count.) 

Jonathan says their focus is getting the sales on Amazonðbut ñmay not align with your goals [the 

audienceôs]. Everyone writes for a different experience, maybe to get awards. ñMine is to support my family 

with passion. If your goal is to make six figures, youôre in a vast minority. If you give up, you wonôt make it. 

Itôs going to be hard, but hard is not impossible.ò 

Because of their love of reading, this couple ñworked with small publishers and began to crack open the 

N.Y. gate keepers.ò In 2012 everything was about tracking and Kindle; now the big thing is e-books. ñWhen 

you write full  time, you can reach more people and make more money publishing [for yourself].ò 

Jonathan says traditional publishing is fine, but they went for more money by establishing their own 

company and independently publishing themselves.  ñAmazon takes the top 30%; we get the 70%.ò 

 ñSuccess may not find you but will  find your book.ò Jonathan and Jynafer have found that a book is sort of 

like a long piece of, say, a cake. You can slice itðbecause ñthere are so many ways to consume a bookòðby 

turning it into different forms: book, e-book, audiobook, etc. 

For this craft, Jonathan is up at 5 a.m. with a goal of writing 4,000 words a day, five days a week. He does 

not outline. He does not go back and edit because that frame of mind will  interrupt his flow state. He just turns 

everything off. Heôs also published a book entitled Get It Done: Hard Hitting Motivation for Authors. 

Many of your readers want ñcontinuous engagementò with your characters and ideas. ñHave them join your 

Facebook group, newsletter, etc. ñGive them value.ò On your e-book, digital, and print, ñput resources on these 

items so your readers can get to the other writings and comments by you. The digital on the Kindle is a link.ò

The Yanezesô PowerPoint displayed the following information about how to handle each of these media. 

A. Facebook Page. Goal: Establish relationship with the brand and the works. Pique 

      interest for those who may want to engage more and make it easy for them to transition. 

B. Facebook Group. Goals: Create a community focused on magic, the characters, and values. Each post to 

spark conversation and encourage interaction. 

C. Instagram. Goal: Inspire people and get them to engage. Personal moments, writing life, quotes (personal, 

book or inspiring) & product. 

D. Twitter . Goal: Spark Reply or Retweet or send to relevant link. News (self or other related/passion topics), 

inspiring one-liners, and book teasers or spoilers. 

E. Newsletter. Goal: Build trust and interest before selling. Offer value. Deeper dive into backstory and 

personal anecdotes. Sell. 

       In other comments they said to create a newsletter two times a month. You can even include a video. 

ñShow more about who you are.ò Their newsletter has 11,000 followers.

1. Format to industry standards (simple font, traditional spacing and margins, name/title/page number in the header of 

every page). 
2. Read aloud for sentences that flow well and convincing dialogue. 
3. Jump right in: Delete any ñwarm-upò paragraphs that stall the main action. 
4. Scrap unnecessarily fancy words. 
5. Delete repetitive language (i.e., she muttered softly, he shouted loudly). 

6. Cut adverbs. 
7. Swap weak verbs for strong ones. 
8. Rearrange sentences that start with ñitò or ñthat.ò 
9. Convert passive sentences to active sentences. 
10. Be suspicious of sentences that start with participles or gerunds. 
11. Reword sentences that ramble. 
12. Cut long sentences in half. 
13. Find and replace words that you overuse. 
14. Streamline bulky stage directions. 
15. Toss out unnecessary blockingðstage directions or descriptions of actions that could be quickly summarized. 
16. Watch for ñemptyò character responses (i.e., she said nothing or he ÄÉÄÎȭÔ reply). 
17. Check description for word choices that convey shifting moods so that the mood of each scene is unique.

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18. Trim description to your very best lines or phrasesðand delete the rest. 
19. Delete your paragraph ñtopic sentencesò that ñexplainò what is already being shown. For example: She was mad. Her 

face turned red and she crossed her arms. 
20. Rewrite narrative clichés (though you may want to hang on to colloquialisms for charactersô words and thoughts). 
21. Show, donôt tell. 
22. Delete unnecessary attributions. Thereôs no need to write ñhe saidò if we already know heôs talking. 
23. Cut out anything but ñsaidò (forget she sulked or he opined). 
24. Scrutinize long passages when characters are left alone. Find a way to dramatize internal monologues. 
25. Delete unnecessary character actions/musings that slow down or interrupt the pacing of natural dialogue. 
26. Rename characters whose names starts with the same first letter or whose names sound too similar. 
27. Kill your darlings. In other words, delete anything that sounds too ñwriterlyò or fancy.
